Oshkosh West Basketball Club Guidelines
 PURPOSE
The purpose of the Oshkosh West Basketball Club (OWBC) is to:
Provide select girls and boys the opportunity to excel at competitive basketball
Foster communication between players, parents, and coaches
Raise money to support the Oshkosh West Boys and Girls Basketball Programs
 ABOUT THE OWBC, INC.
The OWBC is a nonprofit, tax-exempt organization with the purpose stated above. It is governed according to its bylaws.
The OWBC is intended for future students of Oshkosh West High School. In this regard, players and their parents are on the honor system.
The treasurer or in certain instances another club officer are the only individuals authorized to spend or commit club funds. Coaches and other club members are not authorized to do so.
Typically there will be one team per grade. However, two teams in any one grade is the maximum and will be permitted only if approved by the Board of Directors based on:
the team having a club approved coach 

the team being competitive 

the availability of court time

sufficient funds
Teams are required to purchase their own uniforms with the "OWBC" logo on the front.
Player fees paid for registration, less $15 per person for club expenses, are multiplied by the number of players to constitute that respective team’s pool of money to be used only to enter tournaments. Any unused funds will become part of the general fund of the club at the end of the season.

 EXPECTATIONS OF COACHES, PLAYERS, AND PARENTS
Coaches are expected to 

          Positively promote the mission of the club
Practice and teach sportsmanship
Ensure that player and fan behavior is sportsmanlike at tournaments
Put player health, safety, and general welfare first
Coach at practices and games
Organize activities and communicate with players and parents in a timely manner
Attend club meetings or have a representative do so
Players are expected to:
Practice sportsmanship
Attend practices and games
Have a positive attitude and give 100% effort
Help with fundraising as necessary
Parents are expected to:
Practice sportsmanship
Be supportive and positive (please - no unsolicited participation in practices or
games — participate at coach's invitation only)
Be responsible for player(s) - driving to/from practice and tournaments, behavior, etc. Help with fundraising as necessary
Must assist with concessions and/or admissions at OWBC sponsored events
Help with fundraising as necessary

Do not judge the coach regarding playing time over the results of a single game.  Please observe the results of an entire tournament before addressing playing time issues.
Make responsible decisions and take appropriate disciplinary actions regarding their child’s opportunity and privilege to play on OWBC i.e. grades or behavior issues.

COACHING GUIDELINES
Roster selection is based on:
Varsity coach input (camps, league and/or school evaluation) 
Youth team coach input
Possible try outs (clinics or individual)
Roster size is at varsity and youth team coaches' discretion.
Girls that have more than one team per grade may have rotating rosters that will be divided into equally talented teams for each tournament.  The teams will be divided by the OWBC head coaches with the approval of the girl’s varsity head coach.

Get organized

Communicate expectations to players and parents up front
Have one or two volunteers assist you
Schedule and communicate practice times in advance
Plan practices in advance (run an organized practice)
Communicate scheduled tournaments as early as possible
Two coaches or parent assistants should be at every practice and game
Playing time

Each OWBC player shall play at least the minimum amount of time listed

            below in each game played:

Grades 3-5  -  One third of each game

Grades 6-8  -  One quarter of each game
Playing time is at coach's discretion
          Communicate to players and parents up front that this is competitive basketball with

unequal playing time - best players with best attitudes and work ethic play more .
When the boys or girls play in each game is at the discretion of the coach.  The coach shall            have the right to deviate from the above stated guideline based on medical issues or disciplinary factors.  These factors include missed practices or games (whether they are excused or not), lack of effort, lack of sportsmanship, attitude issues at practices or games, or any other disciplinary factors as evidenced by the team coaching staff.

Use big leads or deficits to give less skilled players experience, even at the expense of playing               time for better players; this is an opportunity for better players to support the less skilled players and learn unselfishness.
 Help players improve so that they can earn more playing time
              
It is important that coaches communicate to players about their role on the team,

especially those with less playing time
Playing up (a player playing above his or her grade level) is at Varsity coach's discretion 
Playing on more than one team*

Players can play on more than the club team at coach's discretion
OWBC does not allow games to be played while players are participating in their middle school seasons.
Practices may be held during the middle school season only on days when there is no middle school practice or games.
Communicate expectations to player and parents up front
*Please keep in mind that a player in OWBC may not participate on another club's basketball team. For example, an OWBC player is asked to play for a traveling team for Lourdes or Neenah. This player will not be allowed to be a part of OWBC if he/she chooses to play for another team from another basketball club. The exception to this rule would be if the player was invited to play on an AAU team. Normally the AAU season begins after club ball is over. We would expect, however, that the OWBC practices/tourneys take precedence over AAU activities.
Health, safety, and liability
Never play an injured player (normal bumps and bruises excluded)
Each player must have a parent signed medical card that is kept by the team coach, permitting emergency medical treatment, prior to participating in club activity. Each player must have a parent signed release on file with the club prior to participating in club activity.

Expenses
The OWBC treasurer must approve tournaments and send the applications and fees directly to the tournament director, with the coach supplying a self-addressed stamped envelope and the necessary paperwork completed
If there are extenuating circumstances, consult the OWBC treasurer in advance of making any commitment
Coaches or other members are not authorized to spend or commit club funds
ISSUE RESOLUTION

Parents or players with an issue should first communicate with their coach. If this doesn't resolve the issue, then contact one of the club officers (not varsity coaches)
Coaches with issues should contact one of the club officers
The OWBC reserves the right to settle all disputes

Frequently Asked Questions (FAQs) about the Oshkosh West Basketball Club

What is the OWBC about?

The purpose of the Oshkosh West Basketball Club (OWBC) is to:

Is the OWBC part of the Oshkosh Area School District?





No. The OWBC is an independent nonprofit corporation.

3.
Will being part of the OWBC guarantee a player’s success in high school (i.e., making the high school team, playing time, etc.)
No. A player’s level of success in high school is independent of his or her participation in the OWBC.

4.
How is the membership fee used?


A player’s membership fee is used to pay for tournament entry fees and liability insurance.
5.
How are the coaches selected?

OWBC coaches are selected each season by the club’s board of directors based on their ability to provide a good basketball experience for our players.

6.
How does the OWBC keep membership costs relatively low?

Our primary method of fundraising is running tournaments and a fund raising dinner.  The money goes for insurance, support for the high school basketball program, and other basketball related needs in the Oshkosh West community.

How does a player get on a team in the OWBC?

Players are not guaranteed roster spots. Each year players must earn their spot on a roster.  Rosters may change each year with players playing for a different coach.
8.
Does the OWBC provide recreational basketball (i.e., equal playing time, not trying to win, etc.)?

No.  To the extent appropriate for the age level, the OWBC is about competitive basketball and learning teamwork and sportsmanship, whether the game is won or lost.

Who should I call or talk to when I have a concern?

If it is related to a player, the first option is your coach.  The next option is one of  the OWBC officers.

How do I find out more about the OWBC?

Why is there only one team at some age levels, and two at others?



The number of teams OWBC has at each level is based on the number of qualified

coaches and players that are available each season, along with practice court availability.  The actual number of teams OWBC has each season varies based on this criteria.
